Reduce Abuse campaign raises money for Catholic Charities The Shelter

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (Sept. 7, 2006) — Most salon professionals know they’ll cut and color hair and offer advice on beauty and styling products.  But many find their job also includes lending a listening ear to victims of domestic violence.  Studies show that three out of four abused women tell someone about the abuse before they seek help.  Salons and spas may serve as “safe” places, because abusers often do not accompany victims to their appointments.

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Since its inception in 2001, the Reduce Abuse program has partnered with 55 domestic violence shelters nationwide through Beauty Brands grand opening events and annual “It Takes Guts” campaign.  Redken donates all the Guts hair volumizer product for the Reduce Abuse program.
